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With the release of their debut EP in the summer of 
2008 the quartet from Berlin manages to create 
touching, impressive and unique music. Music that 
eludes categorization due to its uncommon 
instrumentation: Employing violin, percussion and 
loop experiments, drums, guitar and bass Sandy Bird 
craft their own musical universe ranging from quiet 
chamber music-like moments all the way to loomingly 
building up noisy crescendi. 
 
In the studio as well as live in concert the band 
approaches its material with great artistic care and 
thorough love for details without appearing 
pretentious. Each copy of their individually designed 
EPs includes a lovingly hand-folded paper bird of 
which a giant version hovers on stage during shows. 
Their virtuosly composed live set demands the full 
attention of the listener who will be rewarded with an 
intense and emotional experience that finds the band 
banging three drums at a time at the climax of the 
show leaving the audience breathless and in awe! 
 
While it is difficult to classify Sandy Bird’s sound the 
listener will find enough references in the band’s 
music to feel familiar: Uncommon song structures, 
intense build-ups leading to sometimes brute walls of 
noise and sound remind on Sonic Youth, Goodspeed 
You! Black Emperor or Arcade Fire while fragile and 
floating moments let the music of Sigur Rós, the late 
Talk Talk or Dead Can Dance shine through.  
 
On their recently released second EP (“The second 
Cry”) Sandy Bird refines its musical concept, now 
masterfully balancing spheric post rock, noisy sound 
collages and veritable indie rock. One could call their 
music the soundtrack to an imaginary movie or as the 
connoisseurs of Rote Raupe put it: “Sandy Bird 
sounds like the soundtrack to a disturbingly beautiful 
cooperation between David Lynch, Tim Burton and 
Fritz Lang.” 
 
With two EP releases up their sleeves, a performance 
at this year’s nationally renowned Fusion Festival and 
sold out concerts in their hometown Sandy Bird have 
already garnered rave reviews in the press. Currently 
the band writes and composes its long-play debut 
while continueing to play concerts in Berlin and 
Germany.  
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
